and Mathematics (STEM) to the “Little Scientists” group for in-depth training. They have had 
amazing results in external competitions! Starting this school year, we are going to organise 
a “STEM Day” for P.1 to P.6 students during the post-exam period, to let them complete 
various STEM learning tasks. We will also instil STEM into different subjects for cross-cur-
ricular activities.

Our school will continue to find resources for Technology Education to equip students 
with the knowledge and skills ready to embrace the new era of high level technology.
